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Children’s Health Insurance Program—CBO’s April 2018 Baseline 

The Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP) provides health insurance coverage for 
children in families whose income, although modest, is above the threshold to qualify 
for Medicaid. Each state can set its own eligibility threshold, but generally it falls between 
138 percent and 300 percent of the federal poverty guidelines. Like Medicaid, CHIP is 
administered by the states within broad federal guidelines. Unlike Medicaid, however, CHIP has 
a fixed nationwide limit on federal spending.

c. Average federal spending on benefit payments per enrollee reflects a 23 percentage-point increase in the enhanced federal medical assistance percentage, which continues through 

2019. In 2020 that increase falls to 11.5 percentage points, and in 2021 there is no additional percentage-point increase, resulting in an average federal matching rate of 70 percent. 
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
