H. Con. Res. 135 would direct the Architect of the Capitol (AOC), with the approval of 
the Committee on House Administration and the Senate Committee on Rules and 
Administration, to design, procure, and place in a prominent location in Emancipation 
Hall in the Capitol Visitor Center a marker acknowledging the role that slave labor 
played in constructing the United States Capitol. Based on information from the AOC, 
CBO estimates that implementing the legislation would cost less than $300,000, subject 
to the availability of appropriated amounts. The legislation would have no affect on direct 
spending or revenues.
